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Hawaii architecture firm sees bright future in sustainability work

has launched a new subsidiary to expand its “green” building portfolio.

The Honolulu boutique architectural design consulting firm launched KYA Sustainability Studio in late July and hired a sustainability
coordinator.

Details on the scope of work and branding are still being finalized but the division is expected to be fully operational by November, KYA
managers told PBN.

Established in 1972, the firm was known for years as Kajioka Yamachi Architects. It describes itself as a full-service design firm that
specializes in pre-design and interior space planning and construction administration for corporate, retail and educational clients.

KYA is best known for its work with the state Department of Transportation on projects such as improvements to the overseas terminal at
Honolulu International Airport. It also is heavily involved in the airport’s massive multiyear modernization project.

KYA has 27 employees and has hired Tamara Armstrong as its sustainability coordinator. Armstrong is a recent University of Hawaii
Manoa graduate who was active in its student-run Sustainable Saunders program.

As a member of the U.S. Green Building Council since 2003, the firm’s principals decided it was time to launch a separate division
devoted almost entirely to green design.

“The services we provide give us that freedom to explore new avenues and our architects can do really awesome plans that go beyond a
recycling program because we look at everything from the policies, the written vision statement and a plan of action,” Armstrong said.

The new KYA Sustainability Studio will oversee projects for new and existing clients that include waste management, energy audits and
building automation.

“It was becoming difficult at times to explain to people what an architecture firm would want to know about waste stream diversion or
issues of biodiversity,” said Ross Yamasaki, KYA’s director of design and development. “It was time to acknowledge this component of the
firm’s services in a more formal way.”

He said there is a need for such services in Hawaii.

“Clients are looking at ways to increase staff productivity, increase operational efficiencies and save money,” he said. “All of these things
are components and benefits of sustainability. The impacts of environment have manifested themselves in the economic equations in the
marketplace. In a way, it may be a direct reaction to the recession.”

KYA'’s clients have included DFS Galleria Hawaii, First Hawaiian Bank and the University of Hawaii Hilo.
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
